The President Report 

 

The Council 

 

We are pleased to announce that the Hong Kong Academy of Nursing (HKAN) stepped into the 5th anniversary 

since the inauguration of the HKAN and the 14 Academy Colleges on the International Nurses Day in 2012.  

There will be many activities this year to celebrate and mark our 5th anniversary.  A big THANK YOU to you 

all – Paton, all Advisors, Council Members, Ordinary Members, Fellow Members and staff for your tremendous 

encouragement and unfailing support to the Academy.  An update of the Council and advisors is included in 

Annex 1.   

 

On 16 January 2016, in our 3rd Strategic Planning Workshop, Prof. Frances WONG and Ms. Civy LEUNG led 

the Council and leaders of the Academy Colleges (Colleges) and identified five areas of initiatives to improve 

and uphold the Academy.  We are confident that the Academy will continue to embrace its strengths and turn 

weaknesses into opportunities in order to bring forth advances in nursing.  

 

Academy Colleges and Membership 

 

After the cessation of grandfather fellowship scheme in 2014, with the dedication and hard work of the College 

Presidents, this year the Academy has started admission of Ordinary Members and Fellow Members who have 

taken vigorous examination and assessment as stipulated by the Academy College and accredited by the 

Academy Education Committee.  The Fellowship assessment was conducted by renowned overseas examiners 

to ascertain our nurses achieved professional knowledge and skill that met international standards. 

 

The 5th Conferment Ceremony was held on 7 May 2016 at the Chiang Chen Studio Theatre in the Hong Kong 

Polytechnic University, officiated by Dr. KO Wing Man, Secretary for Food and Health and Dr. LEONG Che 

Hung, Patron of the Hong Kong Academy of Nursing.  Seven Honorary Fellows were conferred this year.  

They are Dr. CHAN Chok Wan; Prof. LEONG Chi Yan, John; Dr. LI Kwok Tung, Donald; Ms. LIU Yuk Ling, 

Elaine; Mr. NG Kwong Wah, Allen; Prof. WONG Chi Sang, Martin and Prof. PENG Gang Yi.  In addition, 

total eight Fellows from College of Critical Care Nursing and College of Paediatric Nursing were conferred this 

year.  Together with the Fellows renewal in 2016/17, the Academy has now a total of 6 Ordinary Members, 

2,796 Fellow Members and 32 Honorary Fellows.

Committee Reports 

 

Education Committee 

The Education Committee chaired by Prof. Frances WONG had a busy year in leading the Assessment Team to 

conduct assessment visits to Colleges in accrediting their Members and Fellows training curriculum, 

examination and assessment.  Colleges successfully obtained 2 years accreditation are HK College of Critical 

Care Nursing, HK College of Medical Nursing, HK College of Midwives, HK College of Nursing & Health Care 

Management and HK College of Paediatric Nursing. 

 

The Committee organized meetings between College Presidents / delegates with Heads of the Universities 

Nursing Schools and Private Hospitals to foster collaboration in specialty training and training sites respectively.  

These opened up communication and partnership opportunities among all parties. 

 

Accreditation Committee (AC) 

Chair of the Accreditation Committee, Ms. Alice SHAM chaired 4 meetings since the last AGM.  Of the 14 

Colleges, 6 Colleges submitted their annual reports and 8 Colleges successfully re-accredited in January 2016 

and were granted a period of 2 – 3 years accreditation respectively. 

 

Community and Fund Raising Committee (C&FRC) 

Chair of the Community and Fund Raising Committee, Dr. Alice TSO and its committee members had compiled 

a Fund Raising Guideline with the guidance from HKAN Honorary Legal Advisor, Mr. Lester HUANG.  It 

served as a reference for future fund raising events for the Academy. 

 

The Committee organized various community programs such as health talks collaborated with Regeneration 

Society and Hong Kong Professional Teachers’ Union.  This year, the World Health Day with the theme of 

“Beat Diabetes” was co-organized with the School of Nursing, The University of Hong Kong in the university 

campus on 9 April 2016.  These had increased health awareness and gained good responses from publics at 

large. 

 

A “Charity Nourishing Feast 2016” is being organized on 27 May 2016 at the Hong Kong Jockey Club Happy 

Valley Racecourse.  The aim is to raise fund for organizing a series of healthcare activities and programs for the 
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community.  We are honored to have Professor Alice CHIU, BBS, JP as the HKAN Founding Fund Raising 

Consultant and Mrs. LEUNG Tong Ching Yee Regina as the Honorary Patron of the Charity Nourishing Feast.

College of Paediatric Nursing.  The Committee completed the 1st phase of Fellow membership renewal on 30 

April 2016 with a total of 6 Ordinary Members and 2,796 Fellows Members successfully completed the renewal 

The distribution of Ordinary Members and Fellow Members in each College is listed in Annex 2 and 

Annex 3 respectively.  Revised design membership cards would be issued to members by June 2016.
